 Stop Bullying Now Website Tutorial for ICN session, Monday March 23, 2009, IPTV
Introduction and Intro slides 15 minutes- 

Stop Bullying Now Website Tutorial- WE Invite anyone out there that has used any part of the website and the resources there to stop us and tell us about that. It will make it richer for all of us. 

Start with the 8 slides created in PowerPoint to introduce participants to what they will see on the website.  This will provide background to the trip through the website  

Website tutorial on the Student Portion of the Site – 35 minutes- 
Next have everyone go to the website     http://stopbullyingnow.hrsa.gov  you will be introduced to the site with the jingle. 

Start on the website by clicking on the site map. Scroll down and see all the links you will find on this website.  You are going to see a lot of pages and links today. Just remember you can go to the site map after this session and with your notes, quickly find what we were talking about. Print the site map page. It can be your guide for the workshop.

Now from the site map click the back arrow on your browser.  Click on what bullying is. Notice that there are several places on the page loaded with information where you can click to get more details. E.g. let’s click on Webisode #5.   You are going to hear and see more information about the Webisodes. They come with questions for processing the Webisode.  You may have students create lessons after watching the Webisodes. 

Now click on why kids bully, signs that you bully others and the effects of bullying.  There is a quiz that a student can take that gives the characteristics of bullying behaviors under signs that you bully others. Often kids do not get that what they are doing is bullying. 

Click on What you Can DO…

Click on Are you being bullied? …  walk them through this long page. Choose something to click on and show

Click on Do you witness bullying?

Click on Do you bully others?  Notice how a link to the quiz is on this page

Click on Youth Leaders Corner- walk down this page. This is designed to help kids get adults involved.

Now Click on Cool Stuff- click on each link and give people time to play a Webisode and also play a game.

Now Click back on the site map and notice where you have been.  Talk them through this.

Website Tutorial on the Adult Portion of the Website- 35 minutes- 
Click on What Adults Can Do- Notice all the new areas to examine on the left. We will come back to this main page for adults after we go to each area on the left.

Click on How you can help…then after reading click on How you can use this site and walk them through the page.

Click on All about Bullying- click on best practice in bullying prevention and intervention

Click on Tip Sheets and Resources- click on pdf sexual orientation and then scroll down through the categories. Give people time to choose some tips sheets to look at. Note how all the tip sheets are print ready. 

Click on - Additional Resources click on how to select books etc. talk through good resource

Go to Promote the Campaign
Click on each link News Archives, PSAs and Collateral Materials, Family Corner, Educators Corner (you take some time and examine the Educators Corner at your site.) Go to Youth Advisors Corner…lots of information for collaboration here. Think of your SIAdvisory e.g. Note the special pages at the Health and Safety Professionals Corner…ready for print.

Click on Partnerships read the bullets.  Click on campaign partners and look at the huge list. Look for your professional organization there. 

Now Click back on What Adults Can Do…. Let’s look at the rest of the page.   Talk Them through the Highlights and Features
Now go back to site map and see where we have been.
